One of the most awaited Christmas 
décor items, especially by kids, is 
undoubtedly the magical looking 
Christmas tree. It is said that 
Christmas tree was included in 
the celebrations ever since humans 
observed these evergreen trees 
glistening in the moonlit sky on 
a clear night sparkling against 
the backdrop of white snow.

1800s. At the time of the first 
public display of a Christmas tree 
by German settlers in Pennsylvania, 
it was considered a symbol of 
pagans. Till then, apples, nuts, 
cookies, candies, colored popcorn 
and candles were the popular 
Christmas tree ornaments.

In the early 20th century, electricity 
brought a revolution in Christmas 
tree decoration. Electrical 
Christmas lights grew more and 
more popular every year and now
